The Johannesburg Ari Gallery (JAG) has one of the most important international collections of
historical (iraditional) southem African ari. The acquisition of the Nicholas Mariiz collection
would consolidaie its leading international position.

Acquisitions in the southem African field have been faciliiaied by the Anglo American
Johannesburg Centenary Trust (AAJCT) since it was esiablished in 1886 under the directorship
of Christopher Till. Till infroduced a radical change in JAG’s collections policy. He shifted the
focus from westem-style art to southem African matenal that was previously held in
ethnographic collections. This was the first iime such matenal entered the collection of 2 major
art museum, a development that has been seminal in the reassessment of art history in this
country.

The AAJCT Fund enabled JAG's first acquisiiion of historical southern African art in 1987: the
Jaques Collection of Tsonga headrests which was on the point of leaving the couniry. The
previous year, through the generosity of Harry Oppenheimer, the highly important Brenthurst
Collection of southern African art, assembled by Jonathan Lowen from sources in England and
Europe, had been lodged on long-term loan at JAG. Oppenheimer's purchase of the collection
had saved it from being lost to the counitry. Many further collections and objects have since
been purchased using the AAJCT Fund, enabling the repatriation of items (such as the Udo
Horstmann collection from Switzerland) and the retention in South Africa of rare heritage pieces.
Publications and exhibitions around these collections, beginning with the ground-breaking
exhibition of the Brenthurst Collection in 1991, have radically changed perceptions of the
historical work produced in this region. The catalogue accompanying the Brenthurst Collection
exhibition (Art and Ambiguity) created a new focus of academic and artistic interest within South
Africa and abroad. Further JAG catalogues have made major contributions to the literature on
the subject.

Interest in 19" and early 20" century southem Aifrican material began to spike internationally in
the late 1990s when Lowen, who had amassed the items in the Brenthurst Collection, started
putiing in place a second collection of significani materia! from this period. The colleciion was
ofiered to the market through the dealer Kevin Conru and was largely acguired by the South
African ccllector Nicholas Maritz, the current owner, who added siraiegic pieces. Some years
later the collection was ofiered io JAC in ifs iotality at an unafiordable price. Mariiz
subseguently separaied the colleciion into culiural divisions and, in negotiations, has
significantly reduced the price of the Northern Nguni section which JAG considers the most
imporianti. iis acquisition wouid augment the JAG collection signiiicantly.

The negotiaied price of the Mariiz colieciion is R4 0C0 0CO. it may seem 2 considerable amount
but in realily it is a fraction of what South African ari commands on local and international
markeis. In the case of irma Stem, for example, a painting sold by Sirauss & Co in June 2012
fetched R17 2587 000. In the opinion of the curaiors, independenti experis and the JAC's Ari



CGaltery Commiitee, the asking price ior the Mariiz colieciicn is reasonable. Furthermore, the
acguisiticn is in line with the core focus of JAG's coliections poiicy: ic expand the hisioric
southemn African colieciion. i is unanimously recommended thai the coliection shouicd be
purchased, and we believe we have the funds io do so. By our calculations, wiih the backiog of
interest accrued for acquisitions by ihe AAJCT Fund, we would be in 2 posiiion 10 pay for half
the collection in 2013 and to pay the second half in 2014. The importance of this materiai cannot
be oversiated. The collection constiiuies a naiional treasure but unforiunately, with the iack of
state interest or funding for this hentage, there is a risk that it will be lost to Souih Africa. The
responsibility for keeping it in the couniry lies with the privaie sector and museums like JAG
which have the support of the Oppenheimer family and the AAJCT Fund.

The purchase of the Mariiz coliection for JAG will make iis holdings of such materiai the most
significant in the world. in alliance with the Wits Art Museum collection and WAM’s recenily
opened Cenire for the Creative Arts in Aftica, funded by the Mellon Foundation, Johannesburg
would become the epicentre for the study of 19" and early 20™ century material from the

southern African region.
