The
Transvaal, however, would only give a fourth
with the stipulation that there should be a
difference of an eighth in the rates between
Port Elizabeth and East London in favour of
the latter, while Natal declines to accept less
than a third as per agreement entered into with
the Transvaal.

THE TRANSKEI AGITATION.

WHATEVER interested writers may say,
there is

no question as to the people in the
Transkei being dissatisfied and agitated
by the new and crude regulations
introduced there, even after the visit of
the PREMIER. That this condition of
affairs will continue until the measure be
materially altered or repealed, we
entertain no manner of doubt, seeing its
inherent injustice and inap plicableness
to the circumstances of these people. The
Glen Grey Proclamation may have
applied to some people in some State in
Utopia, but certainly misses the point in
regard to people in the Transkei ; and we
know whereof we affirm. Mr. RHODES
need not on this account be very much
disappointed, since almost all the laws of
the Colonial Legislature, intended for
Natives, have had this result. They are
introduced with all pomp and circum-
stance, as measures that will prevent this,
that, and the other — that would, in fact,
be the panacea for a given set of ills,
when it is found that in application they
have proved inocuous and vain. The
Vagrancy and the Pass Laws, Bills to
amend which are for the hundredth time
being introduced even this Session, this
last decade of the Nineteenth Century —
these are among laws that were many
years ago deemed as likely to do away
with stock-stealing. But, as usual, they
have proved an elaborate failure. While
good honest inhabitants have been the
greatest sufferers from their effects, the
thieves and evil disposed have escaped
scot free. As it was in the beginning, so it
will be with all measures which are
introduced in a party spirit, such as the
Glen Grey Bill was—a dogged spirit
which absolutely refuses to take calm
impassionate advice, and professes to be
all- comprehensive in its knowledge,
while, as a fact, it was all-comprehensive
in its ignorance. A measure to be
successful must take into account the
genius of the people, and lay some claim
to plausibility and justice. To say that the
Glen Grey Bill does this, while all
Natives and uninterested authorities on
Native matters throughout the land
maintain the contrary, is to indulge in a
flagitious misrepresentation of facts as
recklesi as it is criminal. In these
circumstances it will be no matter of
surprise to our readers to learn that the
agitation and excitement in the Transkei
are as strong as they were when Mr.
RHODES visited the unhappy scene of his
“benevolent” measure, so-called. The
distraining of cattle for the 10s. new rate
is now the order of the day. Magistracies
we are told are the scene of large
numbers of stock that has been seized
violently from an unwilling people; and
as we write preparations are being made
to send a Deputation to Capetown. But in
regard to this course we would advise the
people not to allow fretfulness to have
sway over them. Let them widely consult
those who have som« knowledge in
these matters The effective course at
present is to get up as many petitions as
possible pointing out wherein the
Proclamation stands most in need of
amendment. It would be time enough to
proceed to the organization of
deputations if Ministers and Parliament
still evince ignorance on plain matters of
fact. To despatch Deputations without
preceding or accompanying them with
showers of petitions would be futile. And
be it understood that all this is as yet
over the General Rate which is deemed
oppressive by the people, and on which
there is a slight division of opinion—
some considering it not so unjust. We
dare not prophesy what will be the state
of matters when it comes to enforcing
the Labour Tax, on which feeling is
undivided in strong opposition to the
impost. The tax

ation of the country is high as matters
stand, as prominent politicians have
lately shown in their speeches: and the
bulk of it is raised in the Native
Territories. In the face of this to
introduce the grinding taxation of Egypt
on the

fellaheen is cruel and unworthy of our
Parliament.

SOMElEC%\’S%lQure not among

those who expect anything in
the direction of dash and good
legislation from our Parliament
which begins its sittings to day.
The majority of those who comprise
it do not appear to us to be capable
of this. They are neither distin-
guished for their ability or for their
knowledge. What, then, can people
expect ? For this we do not blame
the members. They are what the
people make them. All the more reason
therefore that we should
clear our heads of all cant, and
cease to expect a body of men, the bulk of
whom are even below
mediocrity, to achieve wonders and
other dazzling exploits. Some are quite
prepared this Session to see
what we beheld in the last—a num-
ber of crudely framed Bills, which
the introducers do not themselves
clearly understand, because there
are copies of measures already in

operation either in England or in other
colonies, which while not applicable to
the needs of this Colony may, for ought
we know, apply to the affairs of Saurn or
Jupiter. With the intelligence of the
House bulking on one side, we may
expect to see, as was seen last Session,
enlightened and able criticism of
measures coming from one point of view
; and Blur’s passed into law by mere
brute force of numbers, to be ‘ found in
practice inoperative and vexatious.
There is no hope, too, of seeing the
House ably and effectively led, so long
as parties are divided as at present—all
intelligence, ability, knowledge and ex- |
perience ranged on one side, the t other
bulking in numbers brought about by
what have been termed ' “ irresistible
arguments.” The affairs of the country
need able clear-headed men, filled with
every wish to temper justice and
authority with mercy in regard to all
classes but the regime of uninformed and
selfish numbers being in the ascendant
we cannot look for satisfaction, but for a
dreary prospect of dissatis faction, and
confusion being worse confounded. We
do not desire to cull in question the
purity of the - motives of the majority of
members; but it is their misfortune but
not their fat that in about they are
lacking. We write knowing what the
ADMINISTRATOR’S opening speech sets
forth as the programme for the Session
though we hope it will see the light syn-
chronously with these lines; but
whatever it will be, we have our
confirmed doubts about the learning and
the capacity of the majority of the present
representatives of the people to operate
with advantage in public affairs ; feeling
they are an easy prey to designing men.

LABOUR ARRANGEMENTS.
AT the instance of the General

Council of the Transkei, Mr.

L G. II. TAINTON of the Chief
Magistrate’s Office, Umtata, takes
up his residence at Butterworth

this month as Director of the Labour
Bureau to be established there. We
congratulate Mr. TAINTON on the
appointment, and wish him all pos-
sible success. It is the realisation

of an ambition which we think he
has long cherished ; because he has
long made the study of this Labour
Question his own, and at one time
we believe he received a rap on the
knuckles from that befe noire of Na-
tive Affairs, Mr. INNES, senr., the

U S N A., for his pains in elaborat-
ing this very labour question. This,
however, did not damp his spirits.
Mr. TAINTON kept pegging away at
the question, with the result now
announced. We are glad he is to
have a free hand; and only regret
that he should, for no fault of his
own begin his work under the au-
slices of a measure so unpopular as
the Glen Grey Proclamation. A
Labour Bureau we have always ad-
vocated as a good thing. We did

so long before Mr. RHODES’S Act
was thought of; and we do so still.
Our only regret is that it should
have been started under conditions
so inauspicious that its work will be
prejudiced in the eyes of our people
at the very beginning ; but we do
hope no effort will be spared to
separate Mr. TAINTON’S work, which
is truly of a beneficent character,
from the obnoxious tax now asso-
ciated with it. With this view we
would strongly urge our people in
the Territories to follow Mr. TAIN-
TON in his laudable scheme which
we have always regarded as

simple, regular, and capable of
being worked on understandable
lines with a view to provide security
to the Native and guard against dis-
appointment. That Mr. TAINTON’S
duties have nothing to do the

taxes cannot be too strongly insisted
upon. They will be confined to the
careful direction of people moving
in and out of the Territories and
protecting their interests wherever
they may be at labour. So that it
will be to the advantage of each and
all to pass through the Bureau.

Let us strongly recommend Mr.
TAINTON to be clear on the matter
we dealt with at length in our last
about the supply of brandy to his
men, virtually making them drunk-
ards. For everybody must shrink
with horror from the prospect of
thousands and thousands of men,
many of whom have acquired no
taste for drink being turned out of
their homes well and sober, going
abroad in search of work, and then
to find that they have been taught
habits of intemperance wholesale.
This in our opinion is far and away
in point of importance than merely
ascertaining such things as the re
liability and trustworthiness of em-
ployers, the terms of service and the
rest—good and necessary as these
may be in their proper place. These
conditions secured, we see no reason
why Mr. TAINTON’S work in the
Transkei should not be ono of the
greatest benefits conferred upon our
people ; always provided the Bureau
had been started apart from the rest
of the irritating legislation against
which we have protested and will
continue to protest.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Not Fair.

Such we consider to be the true des-
cription of the action of the Free State
Raad in the matter of the rejection of
the amendment giving Native servants
greater facilities for taking legal action
to recover wages. But what every right-
thinking man must regret is the grim
fact that there should apparently exist a
league to defraud the servants among
some of our Boer friends so bare-
faced as to warrant the proposed
amendment; and that there should be

Impotent Protestations.

A proclamation having been issued
By the Governor of Natal, annexing to
the British Crown certain territories
between Swaziland and Tongaland, the
Transvaal Government has protested,
no doubt because they would them-
selves have annexed them in their long-
cherished desire to get to the sea. But
Mr. Kruger’s Government must have
again forgotten the Suzerain clause of
the Convention binding the Transvaal,
when it went beyond its boundaries to
deal with what are practically foreign
affairs.

Mr. Hofmeyr's Farewell.

Mr. Hofmeyr has sent a short mani-
festo to his late constituents stating his
reasons for resigning his seat to be purely
personal. We regard it as the only one
truely patriotic act of his life, the gift of
his Parliamentary allowance of £260
for the sixteen years he has been a
member to the Victoria College, seeing
he has no prospective benefit to derive
from it. No right-minded person can
acquit Mr. Hofmeyr of want of
courage in preferring to direct the
policy of the country through puppets
while he assumed no responsibility
for it himself. The effect of this has
been to blur the true lines of Responsi-
ble Government and to deliver the coun-
try to dishonest rule.

Native Educational Institutions.

The present Session of the Wesleyan
Conference has put its finger upon a
weak point of the work in regard to
Native Educational institutions. It was
left to every minister who took it into
his head to start an institution to do so,
the result was that there was a multi-
plicity of weak concerns which did
nobody good. Dr. Muir's influence has
been brought to bear on this ; and we
are glad his recommendations are on
the way of being adopted to have them
grouped, and all available resources
concentrated. But let us hope it will
not be those that are now under good
management that will be closed. For
example, we should be sorry to see
Peddie, which, under Rev. A. J. Lennard,
has secured the confidence of the people,
closed. There is room too for the
Butterworth Institution.

THE ADMINISTRATOR’S SPEECH.

CAPETOWN (noon), Thursday.—

Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Legis-
lative [Council :

Mpr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of
Assembly:

In meeting you as Her Majesty’s
representative at the opening of the
second Session of the Ninth Parliament
of this Colony, I am glad to be able to
congratulate you upon the maintenance
of the favourable position held by the
Colony during the past few years.

The continued advance of the great
industry carried on in the South African
Republic, and the occupation and
development of the northern territories
under British rule, have undoubtedly
contributed largely to this result, and it
may fairly be assumed that further
expansion in those directions which
may now be looked upon as assured,
will operate in an increasing degree to
the advantage of the Colony.

I desire to express my sympathy with
the large section of the inhabitants of
the country whose living is dependent
upon pastoral and agricultural industry
who, by reason of the low prices of all
farm produce, are with great difficulty
maintaining their position. While,
therefore, it is right that every effort
should be made to improve the trade
relations in the Northern countries, it is
incumbent upon you to consider care-
fully what means can be adopted to
provide for the internal developments
of your own lands.

The increased attention given in other
countries to all pastoral and agricul-
tural pursuits, resulting in increased
production, has caused a heavy fall
1n the price of all products of those
industries while the many improvements
which of late years have been introduced
in all branches of agriculture, have
tended to diminish still further the value
of all articles of inferior qualities. It is
therefore of the highest importance to
enable this Colony to cope successfully
with its competitors, that while en-
deavouring in every way to increase the
volume of products, equal or even great-
er attention should be devoted to raising
the standard of quality. With this
view, my Ministers have commissioned
a qualified officer of the Agricultural
Department to visit the Australian
Colonies, in order that he may make
himself thoroughly acquainted with the
latest developments in the dairy, fruit
growing, and other industries, which
have made such great advances in those
countries, and they propose to take such
further steps in the same direction as
will prove to the advancement of agri-
culture in the Colony. Closely connec-
ted with this subject is the question of
the extension of railways, and in the
opinion of Ministers the time has now
arrived when the claims of the South-
Western districts of the Colony—which
haye not, up to the present time, en-
joyed the benefit of railway communi-
cation with the ports and the inland
trading centres should be favourably
considered. You will, therefore,
be asked to furnish the Govern-
ment with powers to arrange for
the construction of lines of railway
through those districts, and also for
effecting certain connections with the
Midland systems.

Enquiries have been instituted in
Europe by Government as to the eco-
nomical working of railways and adapt
ability to this country. So soon as the
report upon the subject is received it
will be laid before you.

The large interest in the Interior trade
possessed by this Colony is apparent
from the reports which have been re-
ceived. The result therein disclosed
may be regarded as satisfactory, not-
withstanding the competition which has
arisen by the completion of railway com-
munication between the gold centres and
Delagoa Bay. It is probable, however,
that within the coming financial year
the competition will become more acute,
and every effort will be required to
enable this Colony to retain its fair share
of the trade. While fully prepared to
take all steps necessary to meet the
exigencies of the case, my Ministers
have not ceased to endeavour to arrive
at an arrangement with other adminis-
trators concerned for a fair division of
the inland traffic between the various
railway systems to this end. A Confer-
ence of Delegates from the several States
interested, was recently held in Cape-
town, at which the questions of com-
mercial interests concerning railway
administration were discussed and
considered, when the Conference found
itself unable to arrive at any agreement
in regard to a division of the traffic
until the results of the working of all the
competing systems could be ascertained.
I am glad to be able to announce that
its meetings have been a distinct advan-
tage in other respects, and will, I am
confident, tend to harmonious action in
the future, A report of the proceedings
will be laid before you during the recess
(Session ?)

My Ministers having considered the
questions of the trade relations between
the various British Colonies, which
formed one of the subjects of discussion
at the Conference of Colonial delegates
held in Ottawa last year, communica-
tions have since passed with the Govern-
ment of Canada, and it is proposed that
representatives of the two Colonies
should meet to consider the terms upon
which a treaty of commerce could be
based, to the mutual advantage of both
countries. Should any result be at-
tained before the close of the present
Session, papers on the subject will be
presented to you.

On the first of January last, the Colony
entered the Postal Union, and is now
reaping the advantage of a uniform rate
of postage in its communications with
the civilised world. The efforts that have
for a considerable period been made to
, obtain the Telegraph connection with
Europe on better terms than have
hitherto existed, have at length been
crowned with success. A new agreement
with the Eastern and South African
Telegraph Company, the conditions
of which are highly advantageous to the
Colony. The agreement will be sub-
mitted to you for approval, but in an-
ticipation of your sanction the Company
consented to immediate reduction of
rates; so that the new agreement came
into practical operation on the 1st April
last. The success attending the nego-
ciation which brought about this satis-
factory result, was in no small degree
owing to the exertions of the officers
who were associated for this purpose
with the Postmaster-General, the late
Agent-General of the Colony—whose

recent death is a public loss,The Act passed during

last Session,

dealing with the tenure of land and other matters
affecting the Natives in the district of Glen Grey we
being put into operation in that district and many of
its provisions have also been applied to certain
districts of the Transkeian territories. While it was
not to be expected that a measure embracing so
many important change could at once be thoroughly

carried out without some opposition on the part of
a people ay extremely conservative as
the Native races of this Colony, the
reports of progress made are encourag-
ing, and lead to the conclusion that,

with judicious administration, the objections raised )

will fie entirely removed

as soon as the people affected become
more fully acquainted with the scopes
of the law, and the material advantages
to be gained through its operation. The

recommendations of the Commission
appointed to report upon the labour
question has received careful considera-
tion, and, with a view to giving effect
thereto my Ministers have decided to
appoint officers in the Glen Grey and
Transkeian districts whose special duty
it shall be to assist employers in obtain-
ing the services of labourers, and also to
protect the interest of Native servants
leaving their homes for employment in
other parts of the country. An imme-
diate commencement will be made with
this work in the districts referred to,

and it is in contemplation to extend, at
an early date, to other districts where
there are reserves of Natives available
for employment.

In further regard to the recommenda-
tion of the Labour Commission, procla-
mations have been issued imposing
most stringent restrictions upon the
sale of intoxicating drink to Natives in
the Transkeian territories, whereby the
previously existing facilities for obtain-
ing liquor contrary to the provisions of
the law have been materially diminished.

The annexation of East and West
Pondoland to this Colony, provision for
which was made by you during last
Session, was completed shoitly after its
close, and the whole of that country has
since that time been administered by
Colonial Magistrates.

Certain Natives in a small portion of
Eastern Pondoland recently refused
subn ission to the judgment of the Ma-
gistrate, and threatened armed resist-
ance to that officer and the small escort
accompanying him. Prompt steps were
taken to secure obedience to the law,
the persons implicated were seized and
tried before a proper tribunal, and the
arms discovered were confiscated. This
decided action has had an excellent re-
sult, the chief and leading men of the
tribe have promised full obedience to
the law in future. I do not antici-
pate any recurrence of disorder. I
deem it advisable, however, to retain
the increased force assembled for this
occasion in the country for a consider-
able period. In Western Pondoland the
Chief and people have quietly and con-
tentedly accepted Colonial rule, and
there is no indication of any resent at
the action of the Government in both
territories; and the great majority of
the common people have hailed with
joy the establishment of law and order,
and their consequent relief from oppres-
sion and misrule’; while reports received
from persons acquainted with the
country testified to tbe marked improve-
ment which have followed the introduc-
tion of Colonial rule.

Mpr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly:

The Estimates of expenditure for the
ensuing financial year have been pre-
pared with a due observance of econo-
mical considerations. Notwithstanding
the considerable increase of expen-
diture created by the Legislature of last
year, the total charges for the ensuing
year will be slightly lower than those of
the closing financial year, so as to admit
of the expectation that they will be fully
met by the anticipated revenue.

M. President and Gentlemen of the
Legislative Council:

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly:

Consequent upon the growth of
Colonial interests beyond the borders of
the Colony, it has fallen to my
predecessors from time to time to
announce proposed extensions of the
geographical limits of the Colony.

In pursuance of this policy of expan-
sion I have to inform you that it is the
intention of my advisers to submit for
your consideration during the ensuing
Session a resolution in favour of the
annexation to this Colony of the Crown
Colony of British Buchuanaland, which
they believe will meet with support
amongst the inhabitants of that country.

In a country which is subject periodi-
cally to prolonged drought, irrigation is
of prime importance. During the recess
several surveys have been made with
the view of ascertaining the capabilities
of the different districts of the Colony
for the construction of public irrigation
works. Reports of these surveys are in
course of preparation, and my advisers
will take them into consideration
with the view of determining whether
proposals based thereon can be sub-
mitted to you during the present Session.

It is further contemplated to submit
to you a measure for encouraging pri-
vate effort in the conservation of water
for irrigation purposes.

Much attention has been directed to
the question of public health. Last
Session full inquiry was made into the
subject, with a view to legislation, and a
Bill, founded on the recommendations
of the committee’s report will be laid at
once before you.

Enquiry was also instituted last Ses-
sion into the management of the har-
bours of the Colony by the boards, to
whom that duty is assigned. A Bill,
embodying resolutions of the select com-
mittee, and amending and consolidating
the numerous Acts relating to the three
principal ports of the Colony, will be
submitted to you.

The successful administration of the
affairs of a country is greatly dependent
upon the character of its public service.
Last Session enquiry was made by a
Select Committee into the working of
the Acts relating to pensions to Civil
Servants and for their widows. During
, the recess attention has been given to
the subject by my advisers who are
animated by a strong desire to raise the
character and improve the condition of
the public service. The result of their
consideration has been embodied in a
Bill which will be introduced dealing
with the whole question by way
of consolidating and amendment.

A Bill to amend the law with

regard to the removal of stock,

and making provision for the use of
stamped passes ; to provide for the com-
pensation of owners of stolen stock
traced to Native kraals; to repress
witchcraft; and to improve the law with
regard to vagrancy, will be introduced;

, also, a bill to improve the law relating
to the administration of estates.

I trust that your deliberations upon
these Bills, and the minor measures that
will be submitted to you, will result in.
such wise and prudent legislation as
may tend to promote the best interests
' of the Colony.

In Her Majesty’s name I now declare
this Parliament to be duly opened.
