AT Grahamstown, the other day playing 
near a horse, a little Native girl was kicked, 
and the skull seriously fractured

A large number of people are reported to 
have perished from a disastrous earthquake 
in the Florence district of Italy.

The  appointment  of  Dr.  Turner,  of 
Herdfordshire,  as  Medical  Officer  of 
Health for the Colony, is announced.

To-morrow  is  Queen’s  Birthday.  All 
British  subjects  join  in  wishing  Her 
Majesty many happy returns of the day.

NATIVE labour is again becoming scarce 
in  Johannesburg,  owing  to  the  scare  in 
Magato’s  country  and  the  Portuguese 
territories.

FROM the north of the Transvaal comes 
the news that Gungunyana has offered to 
assist  Magato  in  his  resistance  of  the 
Transvaal Government.

A NATIVE has been sentenced to death 
at Bulawayo tor inciting his son who is said 
to be eleven years old to murder a little girl.

By  a  majority  of  44  to  26  the  Cape 
Parliament has instructed the Government 
to raise the Customs’ Tariff on wheat and 
grain. At present grain is protected to the 
extent of 105 per cent, 

Some cricket extraordinary is reported 
from England as  having taken place  last 
week alone, twelve centuries having been 
scored : Grace compiling against Somerset 
288;  while  Nottingham  against  Sussex 
made 724—a record in country cricket.

THE DEBATE OF THE WEEK
subject of increasing the a duties 

on  Wheat  and  Grain  has  afforded  the  all-
absorbing debate during the week just past; 
and further has brougnt about some curious 
developments  in  the political  situation.  Mr. 
DAVID DE WAAL,  and  other  members 
representing grain producing districts in the 
West, have always clamoured for the increase 
of the duties, and will continue to do so be 
they  never  so  high.  As  matters  stand,  sea-
borne Wheat may be placed at the Cape ports 
at 6s. 6d. per bag; but by means of protection 
it is forced up to 14s. 6d. in price—more than 
100 per cent. Still the farmers of the West, like 
OLIVER TWIST, ask for more. How the patient 
poorer classes iu towns are to live on their 
already small incomes in face of this, these 
rich  farmers  do  not  care  so  long  as  they 
themselves live. The question is a big one, and 
seems  now  likely  to  arouse  the  classes 
affected.  The  strangest  development  of  the 
debate has been the attitude of the Ministry. 
Messrs.  RHODES,  SCHREINER, and  FAURE 
have gone with the rapacious people who are 
for taking money out of the poor labourer to 
put it inCo the pocket of the farmer, and worse 
still Mr. RHODES has gone back on his Free-
Trade  principles  which  he  preached  and 
attempted to carry out lately in England and in 
this  country,  when he did not  know which 
way the cat would jump. Then the three other 
Ministers  Sir  GORDON SPRIGG, Messrs. 
LAING and  FROST, have had the courage of 
their  convictions  to  vote  against  their 
colleagues in the Ministry. Why they did not 
insist on their brother Ministers either to go 
with them or to resign is as yet not clear ; and 
the asseveration of Sir GORDON SPRIGG to this 
effect but confounds confusion in the face of 
the fact that they still remain in the Ministry, 
ready to carry out a thing m which he does not 
believe. If these Ministers had held out in the 
Cabinet the motion would have undoubtedly 
been  withdrawn,  as  what  the  Bond  cannot 
afford is to drive Sir GORDON SPRIGG into the 
arms  of  Messrs.  SAUER,  MERRIMAN, and 
INNES, and thus bring about the union of the 
men  of  intelligence  in  the  House,  for  that 
would at once place the Bond in their proper 
place—that of an impotent minority. It was in 
avoiding  this  contingency  that  Mr. 
HOFMEYR’S leadership  succeeded  so  well. 
And there is no question that if Sir GORDON 
availed  himself  of  this  opening to  resign a 
position in which he is generally deemed a 
mere hack, he would rehabilitate himself at 
once in the public estimation and take his old 
place among the politicians of the land. The 
question now is—Will Sir GORDON take the 
tide which leads on to fortune ? Then again by 
their  intelligent  independent,  action on this 
occasion  Sir  JAMES SIVEWRIGHT and  Drs 
VANE and SMARTT have drawn tho applause 
of enlightened men,  while people have 
been unable to understand the attitude of 
Messrs.

MOLTENO and  that  of  Messrs.  I 
SCHERMBRUCKER  and  WARREN. Of 
course the Free State has a say in  the matter; 
and already we hear the Press there grumble 
that  they  are  to  be  approached  by  a 
Government not speaking with one voice. I 
Nor is the Free State Government advised to 
allow the tariff to be raised. The lowering of 
railway rates for Grain is what the Free State 
wants. From whatever standpoint, the events 
of  the  last  week  have  brought  matters 
political to Queer Street.

Rev. W. Rubusana's Mission.
CAPETOWN, Wednesday.—Although 

Sir.  Rubusana’s  address  at  the  Congre-
gational Church was not delivered because 
of the bad weather, he got privately nearly 
fifty  pounds  subscribed,  and  left  on 
Sunday night for Kimberley.

Transkei Labour.
A  large  number  of  Natives  from  the 

Transkei  —mostly  from Somana’s  loca-
tion,  Kentani,  Butterworth,  Nqamakwe, 
and Idutywa, working at the new reservoir 
on the top of Table Mountain, at 3s. 6d. a 
day, are well contented and happy. One has 
spoken  to  many  of  them.  They  find 
themselves food, and they come down on 
Saturday to buy. Their pay is regular, and 
treatment good.

Transkei Magistrates.
The Transkei Magistrates give the heads 

of  the  departments  most  satisfaction 
because they do their work efficiently, and 
give Government the least trouble.

Mr. J. F. Lonsdale, jun,
The  Acting  Chief  of  the  Police,  Mr. 

Lonsdale, is greatly in favour in the office 
and with the public.

Robben Island Establishment.
Efforts are to be made this Session to get 

the Robben Island Establishment removed 
to the mainland.

Opponents of the Half-Holiday.
Jew dealers are the principal block to the 

half-holiday  movement,  and  make 
legislation necessary. They won’t close on 
Saturday.  Such  action  bring  Jews  into 
contempt.

About Witchcraft.
The Bill suppressing the imputation and 

practice of witchcraft is experiencing no 
delays  in  passing  through  Parliament. 
After  this  every  one  imputing  to  others 
witchcraft  {umtakati) will  be  liable  to  a 
fine  of  £2  or  imprisonment  with  hard 
labour; witchfinders and witchdoctors £50 
or  two  years  bard,  or  if  repeated—
flogging; persons employing them £5 or 
two months hard; or users of charms to 
injure persons, or who shall advise others 
to bewitch, also £50 or ten yearshard, or if 
repeated— flogging, and the person acting 
on such persons advice is liable to the same 
punishment.

Lobbying.
The members of the anti-Scab deputa-

tion—about two-hundred and fifty farmers 
- began to arrive on Monday and freeze on 
to parliamentary men.

Glen Grey Petitions.
Dr.  Berry  presented  Tshaya  Niyabo’s 

petition  to  be  replaced  in  possession  of 
land hitherto held by him near his kraal, 
Glen Grey ; one from Daniel, Union and 
others in same district, urging their claims 
to similar rights; also from Sijadu Alakana 
and others  asking for  relief  from labour 
tax,  quitrent  reduction,  and  District 
Council rate; Henry Zuba and others (in all 
these cases Natives) praying for relief from 
operations of certain sections of Glen Grey 
Act  referring  to  administration  and  dis-
tribution of estates. The four ordered to lie 
on the table.

Legislation Run Mad.
Mr. Haarhoff has placed a notice on the 

Paper  for  next  Tuesday  for  every 
Alunicipal  and  Village  Board  to  have 
power to fix the hours within which it “ 
shall  not  be  lawful  for  such  Natives  as 
Kafirs,  Fingoes,  Basutos,  Hottentots, 
Bushmen,  Korannas,  Griquas,  Bechu- 
anas,  Zulus,  and  the  like,  to  be  in  the 
streets,  public  places,  or  thoroughfares 
within  the  municipality  or  such  village, 
without  a  pass  from  Iris  employer,  the 
magistrate,  or  person  authorized  by  the 
governing body to sign such.” It applies to 
all  Native  pastors,  evangelists,  teachers, 
and clerks in the public service.

A Demoralised Concern.
Government  and  party,  politically  de-

moralised,  have  cast  principles  and  con-
sistency to the winds over taxation matters—
one half going one way and the other half in 
the  opposite  direction  over  the  proposed 
increased duties on grain and flour. It  is a 
novel spectacle, unprecedented, of a Cabinet 
arguing  against  each  other  and  criticising 
their points, recriminating on the “ undivided 
front.”

The Undivided Front.
Air. Rhodes’ unsuspected weakness was 

fully  revealed  by  Sir  Gordon  Sprigg  in  a 
statement  made  in  the  Cabinet  that  if  Sir 
Gordon Sprigg insisted, as Finance Minister 
responsible  to  the  country,  for  undivided 
front, he (Air. Rhodes) would vote with Sir 
Gordon Sprigg on this matter. The latter did 
not  deem the  question  so  important  as  to 
make it necessary. Air. Rhodes says: “Prin-
ciple—there is no principle left to fight over 
in this.”

The Close of the Debate.
The debate came to an end just before six 

o’clock last night. Colonel Scherm- brucker 
and Air. Warren voted to raise the price of the 
poor man’s bread. Messrs. Brabant, Sprigg, 
Frost, Laing, Hutton, Tamplin, Hay, Wood, 
and  Smartt  being  among those  who voted 
against increasing the duty on wheat, flour, 
and grain, in agreement to be arrived at with 
the  Free  State  at  the  next  Conference 
regarding the revision of the Customs’ Union 
Tariff. The debate was continued from last 
Friday, both on Monday and yesterday.

Mr Sauer’s Onslaught.
Mr. Sauer, on Monday, amidst applause, 

rose and dealt with the Premier’s arguments 
and showed the latter that Air. Schreiner last 
session, spoke and voted against increasing 
the duty on food-stuffs. Both gentlemen were 
very restless under the attack, especially Air. 
Rhodes,  and  he  twitted  him  with  his 
declaration of “ absolute Free Trade between 
the  Colonies.”  Air.  Rhodes  frequently 
interrupted Air. Sauer, the House cheering to 
the  echo.  He  demonstrated  the  falacy  of 
advocates of protection, and its cruelty to the 
majority for the benefit of the few, namely : 
the  middle  men  and  millers,  is  not  for 
revenue but monopolists.  Space prevents a 
full resume of the speech. Air. Hutton also 
declared  against  Government  allowing 
private  members  to  spring  on  the  House 
motions affecting great fiscal policy on the 
country, and pressed its unconstitutionalness 
on members attention.

Mr. Fuller.
Air.  Fuller,  like  proceeding  opponents, 

motion,  urged increasing railway facilities, 
and  lowering  rates  for  products  of  the 
country. Refuted, like, Sir Gordon Sprigg’s 
old  arguments  for  high  protective  duties, 
stating that wool, diamonds, feathers etc., all 
bought by foreigners, whose money brings 
goods and other exchanges for those products 
and urged Brights maxim —“ Tax as light as 
you can whatever the masses must consume, 
and which goes to the breakfast table.” This 
led Air. Van Zyl to withdraw bis amendment 
for a sliding scale.

The Colonel’s Levity,
Colonel  Sehermbrucker  poked  fun  at 

different  members,  and  recommended 
helping farmers by a cheap rail  rate and a 
degree of protection, although he had already 
been shown that from one penny the duty has 
steadily gone up to four shillings per mud of 
wheat,  and  had  heard  members  wish  to 
raise the duties till farmers can got twenty 
shillings per bag.

Qualified.
Neuter’s wire as to Sir Gordon Spring’s 

insistence on the Government showing a 
united front on the grain duties, or he would 
resign, is qualified by the useful “specials” 
to the enterprising  Midland News. People 
here momentarily expected that Sir Gordon 
and  his  two  colleagues  would  resign  as 
soon as Air. De Waal’s motion was carried. 
But  Sir  Gordon  seems  to  have  made  a 
careful  caveat that the question was “ an 
abstract ” one. Afost people do not think so, 
seeing  that  it  is  an  instruction  to  the 
Government to raise the duties; and that Sir 
Gurdon must either obey now as at some 
future time, or leave. To maintain whatever 
self-respect he may still possess he should 
retire now.

The Member for Tembuland.
Much disappointment  has  been  freely 

expressed  in  the  Transkeian  territories, 
because  Sir.  J.  C.  Molteno,  M.L.A.,  the 
solitary representative of that vast territory 
and population in the House, was unable to 
visit the district before the Session. But the 
local  Herald, gives as a reason what was 
supposed  that  everybody  knew  in  the 
Tembuiand  and  the  Transkei  that  Mr. 
Alolteno has but recently recovered from a 
protracted and severe illness which made it 
impossible  for  the  hon.  gentleman  to 
redeem his pledge to visit his constituents 
during the recess. They will, however, be 
glad to learn from the Herald that it is Air. 
Molteno’s  intention  to  visit  them  im-
mediately after  the  Session.—Cape Mer-
cury.

CURRENT OPINION 
GLEN GREY ACT.

{The Journal.)
We are glad to see our information that 

the Glen Grey Act is likely to work well, 
confirmed  by  a  correspondent  of  the 
Telegraph, who  says  the  Natives  are 
finding it will be to their advantage, though 
they had been prejudiced against the Act by 
agitators who did their utmost to prevent 
the men from taking up their titles. They are 
now  eager  to  do  so,  and  the  taxation, 
though light, will have the effect of making 
the idle youngsters go out to seek work. 
With others, Government is dealing gently, 
and  exemptions  are  being  made  in  all 
deserving  cases.  On  the  other  hand,  a 
Kingwilliamstown  telegram  says  four 
leading Natives from the Transkei were in 
town  on  Tuesday  on  their  way  to 
Capetown, as a deputation to represent the 
views  of  the  people  as  opposed  to  the 
working  of  the  Glen  Grey  Aet.  After  a 
consultation with the editor of the  IMVO 
they returned to Fingoland, in order first to 
represent  their  grievances by petitions to 
both Houses. The deputation to Parliament 
might  follow.  They  represent  affairs  in 
their country as gloomy, stock being seized 
right  and  left,  "and  the  people  being 
imprisoned for their inability (!) to pay the 
heavy  taxation;  but  passive  resistance  is 
resolved upon by the  Fingoes.  We think 
that IMVO is one of the most guilty sources 
of the agitation to stir np these misguided 
people to break the law of the land, and 
should  they  bring  themselves  into  real, 
instead  of  the  fancied  trouble  they  now 
complain of, they will have to thank such 
advisers for the calamities that will follow. 
One thing is certain, that the Fingoes are 
already by their conduct losing their good 
character as loyal and progressive Natives, 
and are thereby forfeiting the goodwill of 
the Colony.

{E.P. Herald.)
The  assurance  given  to  the  House  of 

Assembly,  on  Tuesday  week,  by  Air. 
Rhodes,  is  at  variance with the telegram 
sent  to  us  from  Kingwilliamstown  and 
published in another column. Sir. Rhodes 
said  the  working  of  the  Glen  Grey  Act 
exceeded his anticipations, and that Natives 
had taken up the land and paid the taxes. 
According  to  the  report  of  the  Natives 
themselves  their  prospects  are  gloomy, 
they  cannot  pay  the  heavy  taxation 
imposed,  and their  stock is  being seized 
right and left,  and the people themselves 
being imprisoned. The Fingoes, it is stated, 
have resolved upon passive resistance. In 
the meantime the deputation, which was on 
its way to Capetown, has returned to the 
Transkei in order to prepare memorials to 
both Houses of Parliament.

It is possible, as Air. Rhodes would no 
doubt contend, that this movement on the 
part of the Fingoes is merely a temporary 
expression of the friction inseparable from 
the enforcement of a new law, but it is also 
possible that it indicates the first beginning 
of a resistance to a law which the people 
decline to accept. The law itself we have 
always  held  to  be  impossible  of 
enforcement against the will of the people. 
We cannot beggar a whole district by fines, 
and we cannot imprison a whole population 
because  they  cannot  or  will  not  pay  the 
fines. We cannot in fact we believe carry 
out the labour clauses oi the Glen Grey Act, 
and  in  our  opinion,  as  we  have  stated 
before, we shall have reason for congrat-
ulating ourselves if the clauses prove im-
possible. It is the labour law we take it that 
is  now  occasioning  the  trouble  in  the 
Transkei,  for  the  land  titles  are  an 
advantage to the Natives themselves. The 
Glen  Grey  Act  therefore  if  shorn  of  the 
labour clauses would probably be accepted 
willingly by the Natives themselves,  and 
might  be  extended  in  the  direction 
indicated  by  Mr.  Rhodes.  The  small 
locations throughout the Colony might be 
closed  up  gradually,  and  the  location 
Natives  together  with  the  large  nomadic 
Native  population,  settled  upon a  Native 
territory within the area if possible of the 
present Eastern territory. When so settled 
however they should be left alone so far as 
the labour clauses are concerned, and their 
wandering from the Native area should be 
discouraged.  In  Australia  and  in  North 
America toe policy which has succeeded 
has been that of locating the aboriginal in-
habitants  in  lands  sufficient  for  their 
support, and not in attempting to force them 
into the labour market of the white settlers. 
This policy is that which must be ultimately 
adopted in this country, and, though it need 
not interfere with any efforts made towards 
the development and improvement of the 
Native races, the sooner it is adopted the 
sooner will the evils caused by the present 
system be brought to an end.

{East London Standard).
We were glad the other day to sec down 

here Sir. Surveyor Murray, whom business 
had compelled to run away from his work 
at Glen Grey for a short visit of a few days 
to the port. Air. Murray confirms what was 
stated  by  Air.  Rhodes  in  the  House  the 
other  day,  viz.,  that  the  Natives  in  that 
district are loyally accepting the new Act, 
and gladly taking up their land under their 
new titles.  As  a  conclusive  proof  of  the 
erroneous  impression  formed  and  cir-
culated  by  seme  people,  Mi.  Murray 
instanced the payment of the new road rate. 
One prominent agitator against the Act was 
wont to assert  that the Natives to a man 
would refuse to pay this tax. As a matter of 
fact  the  officer  appointed  to  collect  the 
same  in  the  location  from  which  Sir. 
Murray bails had had £600 out of a total of 
£2,000 poured in upon him in one month, 
without  lifting  hand  or  voice  in  any 
endeavour to collect the same. He had been 
literally kept signing receipts all Jay long. 
The tax is one of 5s. This fact alone speaks 
volumes.

 JAGERSFONTEIN DIAMOND MINE.
____________

TREATMENT OF NATIVES.

[LETTER TO THE EDITOR.]
SIR,—Many, very many Natives—hap-

pily for their own welfare the number is
declining—come to work in the Jagers-
fontein Diamond Mine, being attracted,
by scouts in the employ of the Company
making false promises, as to the
amount of pay they will receive, the
superior class of food which will be
given to them, and generally the gentle
treatment. They are brought to the
place in numberless instances utterly
ignorant of the torture—I use the word,
advisedly but deliberately—cruelty and
wrong inflicted by the mine authorities.
They are often—just as often as wanted
—assisted by the local legal magnates
ordering an ample application of the
lash, regardless it there is any law justi-
fying it in the particular case, the only
sanction deemed necessary is, that it is
necessary as a warning by the authorities
of the Mining Company. Take a couple
of instances. A number of Natives
were decoyed here, having been told—
they knew the place having already
worked in it—that it was not the old
place they were wanted for, but a new
one that had recently been discovered
and opened. Having arrived, they
were desired to go into the old com-
pound with which they were familiar.
This they refused to do relying on the
statement that they were engaged for
another place and that there were no
compounds. This seems sound logic,
but no, the whole lot, were brought
before a magistrate!! who ordered them,
to go in, otherwise they would have to
go to jail. Ten or twelve of them not-
withstanding the unpleasant alternative,
refused and went to prison. Another
lot were decoyed by being told the place
was not Jagersfontein but Jackals-fontein,
a new place, their pay would be £2 per
week and all found, all surface work
loading scotch carts, and they would
not have to go down into any mine.
This lot were absolute strangers to the
place. They were shown into the com-
pound and told that it was where they
would have to sleep. They were thus
innocently trapped. Next morning
they were ordered down into the mine
to work; they went and saw the place.
They worked to the dinner hour—there
is no breakfast - when they went with
the others up to the compound for their
food, which consisted of mealies coarsely
ground, unshifted meal made into a sorb
of stiff porridge served out to them in
old paraffine oil tins, old antifriction
grease tins, and eaten out of these with
their hands — which having taken
they did not go back into the mine,
having seen the exceeding dangerous
character of the work and having heard
from the others some little of the num-
bers killed and of the still greater num-
bers mutilated. The mining authorities
ordered them to go to work again. They
refused. Then an attempt was made to
force them. Still they would not go,
but resisted, in which they were right.
They were beaten with iron bars, pick
handles, and other missiles of this cha-
racter; some having skulls smashed,
large cuts, ugly raw gaping wounds,
broken noses, etc., and after all this
they were taken before a Magistrate,
who ordered them fifteen lashes each.
The doctor—Doctor Beddy—on examin-
ing the boys, found them so much mu-
tilated with the beating in the compound
that he would not allow the boys to be
lashed, nor would he be accountable for
the results—they were so badly abused
already. The boys were not technically
“contracted” at all, leaving out of view
the deception practised upon them, and
had no more legal authority for order-
ing the lashing than he has to order that
the President of the Free State to be so
tortured.

No Native coming to Jagersfontein
can with any degree of certainty calcu-
late upon not being “ lashed,” but he
may with some certainty estimate upon
taking away on his back the cruel
marks — crimson-coloured stripes, the
imprints of an ensanguined lash.

Otherwise the general treatment is of
the worst description. The privations
they have to undergo, the cold and suf-
fering of having to work during long
cold nights—the days are now con-
sidered too short: a large proportion of
the work is done at night, the short
days being allowed for sleep ; the in-
ferior “scoff” and general illtreatment,
accounts for the vast numbers of Natives
who come to Jagersfontein but never
return to their “native heath.” They
die and are buried by the Mining Com-
pany. I have seen seven corpses being
taken on the wagon for burial. Three
and four are a common sight.

Honoured Sir,—We, the undersigned
representatives of the inhabitants of
Hackney and Ox Kraal, desire to
approach you on the occasion of your
departure from Queenstown to bid you
an affectionate farewell. Who deeply
feel the loss which this district will
sustain by your removal from it,
although at the same time we must
congratulate you on your promotion to
a still more important position. During
your twelve years of faithful service in
the district we have never failed to
receive fair and impartial treatment at
your hands—treatment determined
always by a just regard to our deserts,
and not by the colour of our skin ; and
we have learned to respect and trust
you as a father.

That the blessing of God may follow
you and yours wherever you may go, is
our parting word to yon.

Intemperance in drink figures as a
cause of insanity in five of the fourteen
men admitted to Valkenberg, and
hereditary influences were assigned as a
cause in four out of twenty-one total ad-
missions; and that previous attacks
predisposed to a recurrence 

IN another column we reproduce
some opinions of the Press as

found expression lust week in con-
nection with the deputation from
the Transkei to Capetown, which
came thus far and was induced to
return home to get up its case.
Some of the opinions of our con-
temporaries exhibit so deplorable a
lack of knowledge as to cause regret
in one to see apparently well-
meaning papers like the Journal
and the Standard going about blind-
Old in regard to such a subject.
The E. P. Herald has long found
salvation on this matter, it being
able to sympathise with those who
feel the pinch of the ill made shoe.
Our Bay contemporary rightly
judges of the intense dissatisfaction
of the people, although the poor
folks have not been able so far to
make it known in the ordinary con-
stitutional way. And only last night
the Editor of this journal had from
the Transkei a crudely prepared
document, in Kafir, with a string
of names written anyhow, purport-
ing to be a Petition to Parliament
over this Act! It is cruel to mis-
represent the feelings of the people,
as the Journal and the Standard'do,
because they cannot express their
feelings in the approved English
forms. The Herald is right in
saying that Natives do not object to
allotments. They could not object,
because even under their Native
laws each Native resident had an
allotment which was inalienable and
which he held with the approval of
his fellows. What the Natives
cannot understand is that the
ignorant authorities should pretend
to be giving them something they
never had. That something is ac-
companied in most cases by the
confiscation of one’s legal improve-
ments. It is here tho dissatisfac
tion comes in ; and also in regard
to provisions for alienation. As for
the taxes, we would point out to the
Standard that the General Rate in
Glen Grey is 5s, while in the
Transkei it is 10s. And we are in
a position to say that if in the
Transkei it were reduced to the
Glen Grey figure all soreness, in
regard to this particular rate, would
be removed, as the rate would stand
at what the people were wont to pay
to their teachers and for their roads.
True, at Glen Grey the 5s is being
paid rapidly, because it is reason-
able, but in the Transkei it is op-
pressive, this notwithstanding the
Journal’s scepticism that 30s direct
taxation to a people who keep stock,
not money, is heavy. It means the
sacrifice of the stock of the people
in winter when it is low in price.
We doubt if the Journal, which we
know to be conducted by a good
Christian gentleman, would scoff at
the Fingoes when they complain
of the pharisaic burdens imposed on
them which others will not touch
with one of their fingers—if
it knew the difficulty of realising
the money on the part of compar-
atively poor peasants like these
Natives. The case of these people
requires patient and sympathetic
consideration and not the haphazard
comments now being bestowed on
it.

It is felt that they might shine with
greater effulgence than they do now in
the Cape political firmament if they
dissociated themselves quite from the
uninstructed party.

Instruction in Kafir.
A correspondent calls attention in our

Kafir columns to the omission in the
curriculum for Native Teachers pre-
pared by the Education Department for
the Lovedale Vacation course. Kafir
translation among most Native teachers
is miserable ; and what can be expected
from tho poor pupils? To us Natives
this is a subject second to none of those
on the list; and we do hope something
may yet be done to have it included.

Sent empty away.
In semi-official circles in the Free

State the belief is now expressed that
nothing very startling is likely to come
of the deputation to Pretoria. The
policy of isolation Air. Kruger seems to
have set his heart upon, makes it out of
the question for that gentleman to have
much to do with the Free State so long
as it favours the Customs Union. It is
a case of “ Ephraim is joined to the gods :
let him alone.”

Bokleni’s Reforin.
Something may be learnt from the ex-

perience of a savage like Bokleni, the
notorious Pondo chieftain. Of him the
Umtata Herald says:—“The surprising
change for the better in Bokleni’s man-
ner of life is worthy of notice. All his
old bluster and brutality appears to have
left him and he is now a zealous helper
of the magistrates.
